2. Boat owner agrees Cooley Canal Yacht Club assumes no responsibility for boat and is in no 
way liable for any loss or damage to said boat; it’s hull, rigging, engine, contents or 
equipment caused by wind, rain, fire, theft, snow, ice, vandalism or any other cause or 
means. 

3. If the dock renter changes boats, a new agreement is to be filed immediately with the Dock 
Master. 

4. This agreement is non-assignable and non-transferable. 
5. All dock fees and assessments must be paid at the same time that the yearly membership 

fees are due. 
6. Photocopies of title and your proof of insurance MUST be turned in upon payment of fees. 
7. First year rental-any boat-$195.00.  Thereafter, $170.00.
